       1. A proper place for the performance, including VERY GOOD lighting (a bright setting, not dim) and heating or cooling, in good condition, together with all the necessary stage accessories and properties as specified below: PLEASE HAVE at least one DIM SPOTLIGHT on hand in case Patrick wants more light. 

       2. Chair's set with the maps below in mind. First row of chairs should be very close to the stage.
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A. One computer projector with PC input cable and input cables for DVD.

       - Patrick travels with a Macintosh PowerBook G3 laptop, and it has a 15 pin VGA port. It connects up to seemingly all new projectors. 

       
B. One standard DVD connected to the digital projector AND the house sound. Note, hooking into the house sound requires some additional cables! Patrick opens his keynotes with a DVD. The DVD plugs into, and projects through the computer projector.

       
C. One large screen for use with projector and of adequate size for venue (9x12' 'Fast-Fold' screen or larger preferred). REAR SCREEN PROJECTION IS PREFERRED (15-22' throw required). Patrick brings an infra-red remote with a 20' range.

       
D. A stereo plug hooked into house sound. Patrick travels with an IPOD which he uses for pre and post show music. IPOD has a standard 1/8 inch mini-plug for audio out (normally used for headphones). Make sure the mini-plug is stereo.  If the stereo plug is unavailable, Patrick brings a cable with RCA cables to plug into your sound system.

E. One wireless lapel microphone and one wireless handheld microphone (both plugged into the house sound system). Patrick moves around a lot so he needs wireless. 

F. A flip chart with a stand designed for holding pads of paper and writing on them (not an easel, which is only designed to hold signage), a fresh pad of paper and marking pens (black, red, blue, green).
